brood of legal eaglets hatching in the UK's
law schools. Legal practices in the City of
Lendon alone expect to take on an additional
7,000 staff in the next three years. A survey
by consultancy Atisreal found nearly 90 per
cent of City law firms expect to increase their
headcount, while around 80 per cent of
international law firms anticipate a rise in staff
numbers in London of more than 20 per cent.

This is great news if you're a lawyer, and a
bit of a headache if you're the one who has
to recruit and retain them. And while the
main battleground may be drawn around the
hearts and minds of prospective employees,
the firms also have to worry about where all
these people are going to be accommodated.

That is why more than a third of firms are
expecting to relocate in the next three years.
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
